Introduction:

· Odin, Vili, and Vé slay the primal giant Ymir, using his body to create the world:

· Flesh becomes the earth

· Odin and his brothers create the first humans from tree trunks:

· Ask (man) from an ash tree

· Embla (woman) from an elm tree

· Odin gives them spirit and life.

· Odin becomes chief of the Aesir, dwelling in Valhalla, ruling over gods and the slain warriors of battle.

· He fathers many children, including Thor (god of thunder) and Baldur (god of light and beauty).

· Sacrifices his eye at Mímir’s Well to gain cosmic knowledge.

· Hangs himself on Yggdrasil, the World Tree, for nine nights, pierced by his own spear, to learn the secrets of the runes—magical symbols of power and language.

· Gains knowledge of seiðr (magical prophecy) from the goddess Freyja.

· Odin chooses the valiant dead to enter Valhalla, where they train for Ragnarök.

· He is accompanied by Valkyries, who collect the souls of warriors.

· Becomes increasingly obsessed with fate and death, constantly preparing for the end.

· Odin tries to prevent the death of his beloved son Baldur, but fate prevails.

· Baldur’s death is the beginning of the end—the first domino in the Ragnarök prophecy.
